The i®@ien Mountains
is one of the major highlands of Africa, comprisingeveral plateaux linked by wide valleys and peaks igh rise
above 4,000m, the highest being Ras Dejen (4533m)The scenery is Africa’s equivalent of the high dlide plateau
found in Bolivia or Tibet and has been dubbed theTibet of Africa”. Natural lookouts have been forrdein the
escarpment which offer spectacular views along the gleau and over lowlands areas to the extent that can clear
day it is possible to see up to 100 kilometres awaylhe dramatic landscape of gorges, chasms and prqaces is a
result of erosion of volcanic activity over 40 min years ago.

The park was created primarily to protect the walidéx, and over 1000 are said to live here. Other elemic species
include the gelada baboon and the rare Simien foxOnly part of the park can be reached by 4WD vehiel The rest
is criss-crossed by paths that for centuries haveannected villages and pasturelands.

The Simien Mountains

The Simien Mountains lie in northern Ethiopia. Thesere nominated as a
World Heritage Site in 1978 and placed on the WorldHeritage List in
Danger in 1996. The dramatic landscape of the Siran Mountains is
the result of massive seismic activity in the aresbout 40 million years
ago. Subsequent erosion has left behind the jaggeldndscape of the
Simien Mountains to create one of the most spectadar landscapes in
the world comprising plateaux, broad river valleymgged mountain
peaks, chasms and deep precipices.

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Day 1 — Friday 4 February London - Addis Ababa
Overnight flight from London to Addis Ababa.

Day 2 — Saturday 5 February Addis Ababa

Morning arrival in Addis Ababa, the capital of Ethpia. Free
time to explore or optional tour of Addis Ababa. EBhcity is at
2400m above sea level so we still start acclimatisg to the
altitude. Overnight.

Day 3 — Sunday 6 February Addis Ababa - Gonder

Early flight to Gonder which is located 500km nortlof Addis
Ababa and nestles in the foothills of the Simien Mmtains at
2400 metres above sea level. The rest of the dag free to
acclimatise to the altitude in Gonder. The fact #t it was the
imperial capital between the 17 and 19" centuries is reflected
in its many impressive and historic buildings. THeoyal
Enclosure covers an area of 75,000 square metres an
contains castles, palaces, raised walkways and coenting
tunnels surrounded by high stone walls. The oldesf these is
Fasiladas Palace which dates from the mid-17th ceumty. Its
upper storey offers panoramic views and Lake Tanavisible
on a clear day. After dinner this evening we’ll he more about
the challenge ahead. Overnight Gonder.

Day 4 — Monday 7 February Gonder — Debark —Sankaber
17km / 6 — 7 hours approx.

Early morning transfer to Debark (100km / 2 hourspgrox.) the
trailhead for treks into the Simien Mountains Natial Park.
This is where the park headquarters and the nearestedical
assistance are located.

After leaving the eucalyptus groves that surrounddbark, the
track leads through highland pastures at an altitedof 2800m.
The scenery is characterised by very steep fieldsd scattered
hamlets. After negotiating several stepping stoneacross the
River Lamma, we tackle our first strenuous climb ®awre Hill
(3100m). On a clear day there are good views backver the
valley to Debark. The lush pastures now give way & more
rugged and barren terrain on the escarpment. Wedk along a
gravel road which offers impressive views over tHewland
area to the north. The best views are from the BiyAfaf
Viewpoint which is just a few minutes from our camat
Sankaber (3240m).

Day 5 — Tuesday 8 February Sankaber — Gich

13km / 6 — 8 hours approx.

Today'’s trek starts with a descent into the gorgeofmed by the
upper course of the Wazla Valley (the Kaba Fen). &loften-dry
Wazla River runs along the valley floor. En-routée make a
detour to the Nigus Aysimush Viewpoint which offers
spectacular views of the escarpment and down ontdhe
lowlands. We also break off the trail at the deest point in the
Kaba Fen to see the impressive Jinbar Waterfall. &\then re-
join the main trail which leads through several sidvalleys in
order to reach the Jinbar Valley. After crossingg¢ Jinbar River
we ascend to Gich village. From there the path rsnalong the
tree line to Gich camp (3600m) which is a good varage point
over the Jinbar Wenz valley.

Day 6 — Wednesday 9 February Gich — Chennek

18km / 7 — 9 hours approx.

We set off towards, Imet Gogo which is around 5kmi{, — 2
hours) north east of Gich camp through wonderful g and
short grass steppe. This is the best known obsertian point in
the Simien Mountains (3926m) and offers spectaculariews in
all directions over jagged rocks and lowland villag. From
there we follow the scenic escarpment edge south &ilnatye
(4070m). Just before the camp at Chennek (3620m) w arrive
at Kurbet Metaya, a viewpoint between a gap in thdiff that
reveals impressive views of the escarpment edge the west
and the tightly clustered housest(kuls) in the village of
Dihwara below the cliff. Chennek, where we overrtig, is
probably the best spot in the Simien Mountains fowildlife.

Day 7 — Thursday 10 February Chennek — Arkwasiye

7km / 5 hours approx.

From Chennek a track ascends eastwards towards Bwith
Pass (4430m). Once at the top there are impressiv860°
views of the surrounding area. We descend towards
Arkwasiye (3600m) which is located just outside théoundary
of the National Park close to a village and transféo Gonder
for the celebration dinner.

Day 8 — Friday 11 February Gonder — Addis Ababa
Lunchtime flight from Gonder to Addis Ababa and awathe
London connection.
